Sediment Source Inventory
A History of Road Inventory in the Watershed

At the time the S. Fork Elk River Cleanup and Abatement Order (R 1-2004-0028)
was issued in 2004, there was no complete inventory of sediment sites in the S.
Fork Elk River Watershed as existed in N. Fork Elk River. The complete
inventory of N. Fork Elk River was the result of an inventory conducted by
Pacific Watershed Associates (PWA 1998) using their full inventory
methodology. Where the “full inventories” exist, PALCO uses the PWA
database as the initial database, and has updated and modified it through time.
The full inventory has a number of site attributes as well as a GIS spatial database
of point locations.

Road inventory in the S. Fork Elk River has been patchy until 2006. Prior to this
time, PWA completed a “light” version of their inventory which captures
considerably less information than the full inventory procedure. Most
importantly, this database did not have GIS referenced points. However, the
PW A “light” information was used by the Roads Department as a guide for
treating sites in the 520-THP and sites in Clapp Guich and Railroad Guich.
PALCO never had nor used an electronic database with this information.

PALCO’s roads and forestry departments also maintain site information in a
database. Where full PWA inventories exist, PALCO information has been
integrated into the original PW A database and the inventory is continually
updated. In the case of the S. Fork Elk River, this is the only information
contained in electronic databases with GIS spatially referenced points. With the
adoption of the Erosion Control Plan requirements in 2004, sediment source
information from road maintenance and THP projects began to accrue.

At the request of the NCRWQCB in 2005, a full PWA inventory was initiated.
The completed inventory was provided to the NCRWQCB in June 2006, and has
been mcorporated as PALCO’s sediment source inventory. During the recent
PWA mventory, previously mapped sites were incorporated with any newly
found sites, and the entire database was brought up to a uniform standard. Any
pending sites as of 2006 were rolled over into the new inventory. This is
PALCQO’s sediment source database, and it has the basis for the recent Annual
Work Plans. PALCO continues to rectify sites identified and named in the past
(thus listed in THP’s) with the current inventory.

In Appendix A, we provide the inventory of completed sediment sites that
currently exists in PALCO’s electronic database. This list inciudes sites
completed from 1998 to 2006. Any work completed in 2005 and 2006 is
included in the Annual Work Plans for those years.

This inventory has been prepared in a format similar to that used in our CAQ
inventory submittals. However, we list sites by project type. This includes THP-
related sites, storm-proofing, and maintenance sites. Most of the sites in this pre-
2006 inventory are maintenance and new construction sites.

The information contained within the inventory provided in Appendix A
represents our available record of work planned and completed in 2004. It may
not contain all sites that have been worked on since 1998,

Note that the information available for each site is typically less than in a full
inventory. For example, maintenance sites do not typically have estimates of
future erosion yield.

2004 Pian

Due to personnel changes in the Forestry and Roads Departments at PALCO, we
cannot be sure what sites the 2004 Annual Work Plan might have contained. The
inventory in Appendix A lists 3 sites as planned in 2004. These include |
maintenance site and 2 new construction sites. These categories of treatment are
not included in the CAO Annual Work Plan.

There is some record in the correspondence between PALCO and NCRWQCB
that PALCO’s 2004 plans may have included more sites. In a letter from the staff
dated July 20, 2005, there is reference to problems that PALCO is having in
obtaining permits to conduct work after the loss of the programmatic 1603 permit
as a result of Judge Golden’s ruling voiding the Long-term Sustained Yield Plan.
The NCRWQUCB did not grant any extensions for work delays in 2004.

2004 Activity Summary

PALCO completed no sites in S. Fork Elk River in 2004, other than the
maintenance and new construction sites,

2004 Monitoring Results

No sites were completed in 2004 and no sites were monitored by PALCO in
2004.

PALCO commissioned PWA to conduct an erosion void study of sites in the S.
Fork Elk River that had been completed prior to the December 2002 large storm
event. Results of this study were provided May 2, 2006
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
